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Abstract

Their daily lives are often dominated by the use of digital devices and social media, which
indirectly affects the way they interact with religious values (Turner & Nasir, 2016).

Religious values are an important foundation in the formation of individual
character and morals (Aisyah, 2019). These values include religious teachings that
encourage a person to have a strong faith, behave ethically, and contribute positively to
the social environment. However, in the digital age, adolescents face complex challenges,
such as a flood of information, unverified content, and global cultural influences that are
not aligned with religious values. On the other hand, the digital age also offers great
opportunities to strengthen religiosity, for example through easy access to online religious
studies, digital lectures, and supportive online communities (Evolvi, 2021).

The transformation of religious values among adolescents in the digital context is a
relevant topic to be researched because this phenomenon affects the way adolescents
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carry out worship, understand religious teachings, and actualize their faith in their daily
lives. Phenomena such as the use of prayer reminder applications, participation in
religious discussions on social media, and learning about religion through online videos
show new dynamics in adolescent religiosity.

However, this positive influence is not separated from challenges. Teenagers are
often exposed to content that is misleading or even contrary to religious teachings. They
also face the temptation to prioritize digital entertainment rather than delve into religious
values. Therefore, a deep understanding of how religious values are transformed in the
digital lives of adolescents is needed, both in terms of strengthening and the challenges
faced.

Social media,
applications, and online platforms are the main space for them to acquire, understand, and
share religious values. For example, a survey by the Pew Research Center (2018) shows
that more than 70% of teens use social media to find information about religion and
spirituality. This shows that technology is not only a means of communication, but also a
medium for reinforcing or even redefining religious values.

According to Haryanto (2017), the digital era offers opportunities to strengthen
religious values, such as easy access to religious studies through online platforms,
religious lectures available on social media, and religious-based digital communities.
However, this transformation has not been without its challenges. Budiarto (2019)
explained that unfiltered information flows, content that contradicts religious teachings,
and dependence on technology can erode the depth of understanding of religious values
and cause superficial patterns of religiosity.

Adolescents, as an age group that is at the stage of identity exploration, face great
challenges in maintaining the consistency of their religiosity. Erikson (1968) emphasized
that adolescence is an important period in the formation of identity, including religious
identity. The presence of digital technology provides a wide space for exploration, but it
also opens up opportunities for negative influences such as the spread of invalid
information and exposure to global cultures that are not in line with religious values.
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This study aims to analyze how religious values are transformed in the digital lives
of adolescents. By leveraging an approach supported by expert views, the study will also
identify the opportunities and challenges that arise from this phenomenon. The results are
expected to provide insight for families, educators, and religious leaders to help teenagers
use technology wisely in strengthening their religious values.

The transformation of religious values in the digital era has become an increasingly
relevant issue, especially in the lives of adolescents. Religious values, according to Glock
and Stark (1965), are dimensions of beliefs, practices, experiences, and knowledge that
are based on religious teachings.

In this society, information became the main commodity, and the
way humans interacted, including in the spiritual realm, was greatly influenced by
technology. The teenage generation, often referred to as digital natives (Prensky, 2001),
lives in a highly connected world, where social media, religious applications, and other
digital platforms become the main space to seek and spread religious values.

Furthermore, (Hariansah, A., 2016) stated that digital technology allows
adolescents to access religious information instantly. They can take religious studies
online, read religious articles, and join online spiritual communities. This provides a great
opportunity to strengthen religious values in the lives of adolescents. However, Hasan
also noted that the use of technology without adequate oversight can pose risks, such as
invalid information, misuse of religion for certain interests, or exposure to secular culture
that is contrary to religious values.

In the perspective of developmental psychology, Erikson (1968) stated that
adolescence is a critical stage in the formation of identity, including religious identity. In
the digital age, adolescents face great challenges in internalizing religious values, as they
are at the intersection between the religious traditions inherited by the family and the
global cultural influences they encounter through technology. This is supported by
research by (Kurniawan, T., & Setiawan, 2021), which found that 68% of adolescents in
Indonesia use social media as the main source of religious information, but only 32% are
able to filter the information well.

In addition, Munandar (2020) explained that social media can function as a tool to
strengthen adolescent religiosity through a supportive online community. However, the
platform can also create distortions of religious values through superficial content, such
as invitations to worship without deep understanding. This phenomenon is called by
Munandar as "instant spirituality," where religious values lose their deep meaning
because they are only seen as trends.

Taking into account various expert views, the transformation of religious values in
the digital life of adolescents needs to be understood as a complex phenomenon that
includes opportunities and challenges. This research aims to examine how religious
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values are internalized, modified, and applied by adolescents in the digital era. In addition,
the study will explore the role of families, schools, and religious communities in helping
adolescents cope with digital influences while maintaining consistency of religious
values.

Through this approach, it is hoped that relevant strategies can be formulated to
ensure that digital technology becomes a tool that supports the strengthening of religious
values, not the other way around, eroding the morality and spirituality of adolescents.

Boyd (2014) in his book It's Complicated: The Social Lives of Networked Teens
states that social media is an arena where teenagers form their identities, including
religious identities. Digital platforms allow adolescents to explore various religious
views, but they also open up opportunities for negative influences that undermine
religious beliefs, such as bullying, pornography, and other negative social behaviors.
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Positive and Negative Impacts of the Digital World on Religious Values

Zygmunt Bauman (2000) in his theory of "liquid modernity" states that in this
fluid modern world, social structures and traditional values are increasingly unstable. For
teenagers, the digital world provides a flexible space to explore and revise their religious
values. However, Bauman also emphasized that the uncertainty and freedom provided by
the digital world can lead to confusion, which can undermine a deep understanding of
religious values that have been inherited.

J. Hillis Miller (2002) in his study of technology and ethics suggests that
technology, including the internet, opens up greater access to religious education, but can
also serve as a tool to promote values that are contrary to religious teachings. For example,
many adolescents are exposed to information that promotes individualism and hedonism,
which often run counter to religious values that prioritize humility, sacrifice, and
togetherness.

Changes in Religious Practices of Adolescents

George Ritzer (2004), in his McDonaldization theory, states that the digital world
can create a "universalization" of practices and values, which makes various religious
traditions more accessible, but sometimes obscures the original meaning of the religious
teachings. Adolescents, for example, may attend online worship or religious studies
without deep emotional involvement or understanding, which makes the practice of
religion more mechanical and inauthentic.

Charles Taylor (2007), in A Secular Age, discusses how the digital world
exacerbates secularization, namely the reduction of the influence of religion in daily life.
However, Taylor also noted that despite the trend of secularization, many teenagers are
looking for spiritual meaning in the digital world, which suggests that the transformation
of religious values occurs in different forms, although not always in accordance with
traditional forms of religion.

Solutions and Recommendations to Strengthen Religious Values in the Digital
World

Danah Boyd in studies on social technology suggests that parents, educators, and
religious communities play an active role in guiding adolescents to understand and apply
religious values in the digital world. This can be done by creating open discussion spaces
on social media, educating teenagers on how to filter information, and teaching positive
ways to use technology.

Giddens (1991), in his work The Consequences of Modernity, states that in the face
of globalization and digitalization, individuals must be empowered with knowledge to
integrate traditional values into modern life. Therefore, religious education must be more
responsive to the challenges of the times and teach teenagers how to maintain religious
values while making wise use of technological advancements.

The transformation of religious values in the digital lives of adolescents is a
complex phenomenon. Experts point out that while the digital world provides an
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opportunity to strengthen and introduce religious teachings, it also brings new challenges
in maintaining existing religious values. Therefore, a wise approach is needed in
integrating religious education in the digital world, so that adolescents can use technology
to deepen their understanding and practice of religion without losing the essence of their
true spiritual values.

Conclusion

Overall, the transformation of religious values in the digital lives of
adolescents shows significant changes in the way adolescents understand, practice, and
interpret religious teachings amid technological developments. Based on the views of
experts, we can conclude several main points: Digital technology, particularly social
media and online platforms, plays an important role in the formation of adolescents'
religious identities. As argued by Marshall McLuhan and Sherry Turkle, digital media
serves as a new channel that introduces religious values, but also creates space for identity
confusion and distortion of religious teachings. In the digital world, adolescents easily
access various religious views, which can enrich their understanding, but also challenge
the principles of the religion they follow.
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
